1. [bookmark: _Hlk95743510]The 3rd strand of the LLPPS scheme is to support employment opportunities for artists, performers and crew across the county which should help underpin the recovery of the live performance sector.  The funding can be used to support employment and wellbeing in the commercial arts and culture sectors through the provision of live performances, up to 30th June 2022. 

1. [bookmark: _Hlk95743083]The Local Authority will use the funding to assist producers, promoters and venues to provide support for people in the industry to facilitate programming of live performances in 2022, for local communities.

1. While the Department encourages the presentation of a wide range of performance types and multiple music genres with due regard to gender equality and diversity, the selection of the programme and artistic choices are ultimately a matter for the Local Authority.

1. The programming of local live performance opportunities under this phase can support cross-collaborative events or initiatives which allow local authorities contribute to the implementation of their respective Culture and Creativity Strategy 2018-2022

Our Guide in operating this scheme are as follows:


· Monaghan County Council is gearing up to support the Arts and Culture sector in for the period the May - June of 2022 only 

· As all restrictions for public gatherings have been removed, we are primarily interested in supporting outdoor events, where the public get to enjoy fantastic live entertainment with the prospect of warmer and longer hazy summer days ahead of us.

· While we would encourage those participating in organising outdoor events, we are willing to support events in indoor settings if they are not seen as the standard fare of general programming.

· You must have experience producing, managing & presenting event(s) of scale.

· This is Not a Grant Scheme; Monaghan County Council will pay all the artists fees and other ancillary costs associated with the event directly.

· You may submit a sum covering appropriate rental costs if applicable.

· Where direct labour or contract staff is concerned, we shall endeavour to pay our partners directly to cover these costs.

· This scheme can be used in supporting a series of one-off events or the creation of a new one-off festival.

· Events that have already been booked or being negotiated at an advanced stage will not be considered eligible under this scheme. 

· Events can have a cover charge, the promoter /venue /festival can retain this box office, which can assist you in a future artistic endeavour.

· It may well be necessary in your projections to include a proportion of your Box-Office takings if the ambitions of your proposed event extend beyond the available financial support of the scheme.

· It is not of course a prerequisite to have a cover charge at your proposed event, however it will be necessary to have a booking system in operation.

· No compensation for lost box office will be paid.

· This scheme cannot be used as a fundraiser or in support of charitable projects. 

· We expect a strong level of interest from producers/ event managers and partners such as yourselves to deliver projects under this scheme, this may result in reducing the overall ambitions of your proposal.

· As all restrictions will be gone regarding the pandemic and our citizens can emerge and mingle in greater numbers at events, the finances of the scheme may need to stretch a little further than the previous 2 incarnations of the LLPPS strands.

· Please be mindful of the scale and ambitions of your proposal, have expected numbers attending at a level of comfort & safety and having due regard to the environmental and sustainable impact of your event.

· This is not an annual event or festival funding programme but a response by the Government in assisting those affected by the Covid pandemic. i.e. once off 

· Please be mindful before submitting your proposal must have the Arts & Cultural sector as its core constituent.

· The main beneficiaries of your proposed spend must be Artists, Performers and Crew from the live performance sector in order that we provide support for those in the industry
