Establishing and maintaining a register in accordance with Section 34C of the Waste Management Act 1996, as amended - Privacy Notice 

Background
The purpose of this notification is to set out some information regarding the collection and processing of your information by Monaghan County Council.  During the course of our activities we will collect, store and process personal data about our customers. Monaghan County Council is the data controller in respect of this data.

Monaghan County Council creates, collects and processes a significant amount of ‘personal data’ and ‘sensitive personal data’ in various multiple formats daily. Our commitment is to ensure that the personal data supplied is:

· Obtained lawfully, fairly and in a transparent manner

· Collected for only specified, explicit and legitimate purposes,

· Adequate, relevant and limited to what is necessary for the purpose for which it was obtained,

· Recorded, stored accurately and where necessary kept up to date,

· Kept for no longer that is necessary, and, in a form, which permits identification of the data subject,

· Processed in a manner that ensures the appropriate security of the personal data including protection against unauthorised or unlawful processing of the data.

What data we collect and process
Monaghan County Council introduced The County of Monaghan (Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household and Commercial Waste) Bye-laws 2019, in January 2020.  One of the key objectives of the Waste Presentation Bye-Laws was to encourage households and businesses to manage their waste in an environmentally responsible manner and avail of a waste collection service. 

In order to establish a register of persons availing of a household waste or commercial waste collection service within Co. Monaghan for the purpose of establishing compliance with the bye laws, the personal data that we will collect and process will be your address and Eircode and email address (if applicable). 
Why do we collect this personal data?
The legal basis for Monaghan County Council to carry out this function can be found under Section 34C(1-3), Section 34 C (7) and Section 34 C (9) of the Waste Management Act 1996 as amended which requires: 

Section 34C(1-3) of the WMA, as amended, sets out the obligation’s collectors have in relation to the provision of information for their customers. It provides that local authorities may seek information from collectors on households so that local authorities in turn can build up a register of households that are signed up for collection services.

Section 34C(7) of WMA, as amended “Each local authority or, as the case may be, a nominated authority shall maintain a register of persons availing of a household waste or commercial waste collection service for the purpose of establishing compliance by original producers and other waste holders with section 32(1A) and any regulations or bye-laws made under this Act relating to household waste.” 

Section 34C(9) of WMA, as amended “A local authority may establish and maintain a register of postcodes in respect of addresses in its functional area from which household waste or commercial waste is not —

(a) collected by an authorised waste collector,

(b) deposited at a waste facility, or

(c) otherwise disposed of or treated in accordance with this Act,

for the purposes of establishing compliance by original producers and other waste holders with Section 32(1A) and any regulations or byelaws made under this Act in relation to household waste or commercial waste.” 
Under the Waste Management Act 1996 legislation we are required to request this data in order to establish a register of persons availing of a household waste or commercial waste collection service and through the use of Eircodes to establish a reverse register of persons not availing of a household waste or commercial waste collection service for follow on investigations.

What do we do with it?

We will use this data to establish a register of persons availing of a household waste or commercial waste collection service for the purpose of establishing compliance by original producers and other waste holders with Section 32(1A) of the Waste Management Act 1996 as amended and any regulations or bye-laws made under this Act relating to household waste i.e. The County of Monaghan (Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household and Commercial Waste) Bye-laws 2019. Through the use of Eircodes we then plan to establish a reverse register of persons not availing of a household waste or commercial waste collection service for follow on investigations to ensure compliance with The County of Monaghan (Segregation, Storage and Presentation of Household and Commercial Waste) Bye-laws 2019
Do we share it?

Your information will not be shared with other organisations unless we have your consent or there is a legal basis for doing so.

How long do we keep it?

The data we collect and the records we create based on that data are subject to a Retention Schedule, which outlines how long we will hold the data, and what we will do with it after the period of retention has expired.
