Scrap Metal Fundraising event Guidance Notes and Application Form

The collection, storage and safe recovery of scrap metal is controlled by the Waste Management Act 1996, as amended. This guidance outlines the rules which must be followed to ensure your event is run smoothly and does not cause environmental pollution. The attached form with this guidance note should be filled out fully and returned to the Environment Section of Monaghan County Council at least 10 working days before your event takes place. The form should be accompanied by the event flier or a copy of other forms of advertisement for the event.
Rules and conditions
1. If you are organising a collection point for individuals to bring their scrap metal, this can only be carried out if the following conditions are complied with:

· Use a permitted waste contractor to provide skips or other containers for storing scrap metal. The waste contractor must have a valid waste collection permit. Scrap metal must only be stored within the skips or containers provided.
· A collection point can accept scrap metal only. Scrap cars, waste electrical items, batteries, waste tyres, household waste, or waste oils are not acceptable.
· If unacceptable material is brought to the collection point this material must be redirected to one of the County Council’s civic amenity sites at Scotch Corner or Carrickmacross recycling centres. Please note that waste electrical items will be accepted at both facilities for free.
· During the event the site shall be adequately manned and supervised.
· The site shall be adequately secured during/after the event to prevent unauthorised access.

· Any litter within the vicinity of the collection point area shall be immediately removed and the site shall be left in a clean and tidy condition following the event.

· Fliers shall not be placed on vehicles for the purpose of advertisement.

2. All waste material collected by either methods must be sent to an authorised facility that holds a waste facility permit or waste license. Ensure your waste contractor provides you with this information prior to the event taking place.
3. Signage advertising the event must comply with the Planning and Development Regulations schedule 2, part 2, section 16 and 16A.

The event will only be permitted to take place following receipt by the organisation or community group of written approval from Monaghan County Council.

Additional rules regarding advertisements.
1. No such advertisement shall exceed 1.2 square metres in area.

2. No such advertisement shall be exhibited more than 2.5 metres above ground level or be glued, pasted or otherwise be affixed to any structure other than an advertisement structure.

3. No such advertisement shall be exhibited, and no advertisement structure erected for the purpose of exhibiting such advertisement shall be left in place for more than 7 days prior to the date of the event or for more than 3 days after the conclusion of the event to which it relates.

4. No such advertisement shall be exhibited, and no advertisement structure erected for the purpose of exhibiting such advertisement, at a distance greater than 15 kilometers from the location of the event.

5. The event shall not take place in the same location more than three times a year.

6. No advertisements shall be erected where they can be seen from any motorway or national primary road.
