	Each candidate must be of good character.

2.      	Health
Each candidate must be in a state of health such as would indicate a reasonable prospect of ability to render regular and efficient service.

3.	Education, Experience, etc
Candidates must have on the latest date for receipt of completed applications:-

PERSON PROFILE

Purpose of the position:
· The Information Systems Project Leader will initially participate in a team to provide a high standard of technical support in Monaghan County Council. An ability to ensure product quality and stability and a determination to professionally manage and resolve potentially complex issues in a fast-paced environment is required.
· The Information Systems Department provides a wide range of services to Monaghan County Council and its customers. As such, due to the dynamic nature of ICT and the changing business requirements within the Council, all ICT posts require a flexibility to work in other IT roles as needs change.
· The Information Systems Project Leader will assist with the management of the IT Operations team as a customer focused service function and will support the strategic objectives of Monaghan County Council.  He/she will act as a senior internal ICT specialist, leading where necessary in the delivery of solutions to complex technical issues.

Principal duties:
· Proactively develop, support and manage the ICT infrastructure environment including networks, servers, desktop/laptop and mobile systems. Ensure that the IT Operations function acts as the liaison between the Council and suppliers and also as a supplier of services in its own right. This will include strategically selecting those services best provided in-house and those best provided by third parties, including cloud services.
· Manage the IT Operations team. Ensure they maintain their customer focus, are kept current with new technological developments, are organised for efficient and effective service delivery, and continuously seek to improve processes and procedures.
· Assist the Head of Information Systems and the management team in developing long-term, strategic plans, for the development of ICT capabilities within the Council.
· Establish and manage internal service level agreements with Council management and business units. Develop and report on Key Performance Indicators that reflect these agreed service levels.
· Establish and manage service level agreements for contracted services and suppliers.
· Ensure that the ICT environment is able to deliver a comprehensive cost-effective service that meets business requirements and is aligned with the Council’s polices and strategic aims and objectives.
· Ensure business continuity and disaster recovery technologies and processes are appropriate to the organisation’s needs and risk management policies.
· Negotiate between the Information Systems function, other directorates, and external suppliers to resolve technical or contentious issues and conflicts to ensure that projects and services are delivered on time and within budget.
· Actively review, monitor and improve ICT security.
· Ensure changes affecting the ICT infrastructure take place in a controlled and auditable manner.
· Ensure the Council maintains licence compliance and makes most cost-effective use of ICT licences.
· Develop and review ICT policies.
· Advise on the technical specification relating to the development or procurement of new information systems or ICT infrastructure, assisting in the developing of Business Cases if appropriate.

The above specification is not intended to be a comprehensive list of all duties involved and consequently the post holder may be required to perform other duties as appropriate to the post which may be assigned to him/her from time to time and to contribute to the development of the post while in office.  

Candidates must also:
1. have the knowledge and ability to discharge the duties of the post concerned;
1. be suitable on the grounds of character;
1. be suitable in all other relevant respects for appointment to the post concerned;

Candidates, if successful, will not be appointed to the post unless they:
1. agree to undertake the duties attached to the post and accept the conditions under which the duties are, or may be required to be, performed;
1. are fully competent and available to undertake, and fully capable of undertaking, the duties attached to the position.

Monaghan County Council reserves the right to, at any time, assign an employee to any premises in use by the Council now or in the future. 

The Person:

Candidates will demonstrate through their application form and at the interview that he/she has:
· Significant experience of a number of the following:-Windows Server, Exchange Server, LANs, WANs, Virtualisation, backup and recovery, TCP/IP, routing and network design, SANs, SQL Server, firewalls, Active Directory, Group Policy, VoIP telephony, encryption technologies, system monitoring and management, mobile device management.
· Evidence of implementing IT security tools, techniques, and procedures.
· Must be able to demonstrate commitment to customer service.
· Experience of managing a service desk, system administration and technical infrastructure staff, including understanding of ITIL.
· Experience of leading a technical team in the delivery of ICT infrastructure and applications.
· have the ability to motivate, empower and encourage staff under his/her control to achieve maximum performance by supporting the current Performance Management and Development System (PMDS);
· Demonstrable experience of managing, motivating and developing staff, including performance management.
· Experience managing projects using recognised methodologies: development of business cases, writing of project initiation documents and identifying project risks.
· Good working Knowledge of Information Governance.
· Practical experience of the management of change, including development of policies, procedures, and work practices, and implementation of same.
· Understanding of IT procurement process within the context of public sector regulations
The role will be primarily based in Monaghan Town but also requires support to be provided at all Council locations throughout the county. The IS Project Leader will operate under the direction of and report to the Head of Information Systems, or to any other such person as may be determined by the Council from time to time.  


Driver’s Licence

The holder of the post shall hold a full driving licence for Class B vehicles free from endorsement/disqualification. When required to do so holders of office shall drive a vehicle in the course of their duties and for this purpose provide and maintain the vehicle  to the satisfaction of the Local Authority.  The successful applicant must be willing and be in a position to travel.

























PARTICULARS OF OFFICE

1. POSITION
A panel will be formed from which permanent or temporary vacancies arising during the lifetime of the panel may be filled.   

The post holder shall not engage in any gainful occupation, other than as an employee of a local authority, to such an extent as to impair the performance of his or her duties as an employee of a local authority or in any occupation which might conflict with the interests of the local authority or which might be inconsistent with the discharge of his duties as a local authority employee.

2.	SALARY
Holders of the post will be paid at the appropriate point on the salary scale in accordance with the relevant Department Circulars.
Current salary scale: €51,853, €53,122, €54,605, €56,089, €57,577, €58,903, €60,264, €61,582, €62,894, LSI 1 €65,147, LSI 2 €67,410. 

The salary shall be fully inclusive and shall be as determined from time to time.  Holders of the post shall pay to the local authority any fees or other monies (other than their inclusive salary) payable to or received by them by virtue of their post or in respect of any services which they are required by or under any enactment to perform.

3.          DUTIES
The duties of the office shall be to give to the local authority under the direction and supervision of its appropriate officer such services of a technical, executive, supervisory and advisory nature as are required for the exercise and performance of any of its powers and duties and shall include the duty of deputising for other officers of the local authority, when required, and such duties as may be required in relation to the area of any other local authority.

4.          ANNUAL LEAVE
The annual leave entitlement for this post will be 30 days per annum.

5.          SUPERANNUATION
A person who becomes a pensionable employee of the Local Authority will be required in respect of their Superannuation to contribute to the Local Authority at the appropriate rate.

6.          PROBATION
Where persons who are not already permanent employees of a local authority are appointed, the following provisions shall apply;

(a)	there shall be a period after such appointments take effect during which such persons shall hold such position on probation,

	(b)	such period shall be one year but the Chief Executive may at his or her 
                          discretion extend such period, 

(c)	such persons shall cease to hold such position at the end of the period of probation unless during such period the Chief Executive has certified that the service of such persons is satisfactory.

7.         TRAINING
Successful candidates will be required to participate in training programmes relevant to the skills necessary for the performance of the duties attaching to the post and to attend all mandatory training.

8.         GARDA VETTING/CHILD PROTECTION 
Successful candidates may be subject to the Garda Vetting Procedures and will be required to complete Appendix V of the County Council’s Child Protection Policy.

9.            HEALTH
For the purpose of satisfying the requirement as to health it will be necessary for each successful candidate, before he/she is appointed, to undergo a medical examination by a qualified medical practitioner to be nominated by the local authority.

10.        WORKING HOURS
              The successful candidate’s normal hours of work will be 37 hours per week.  The 
              Council reserves the right to alter the hours of work from time to time.

11.       RETIREMENT
Retirement age will be determined on previous Public Sector Service (if any) and will be advised on appointment.

12.       RECRUITMENT
              Selection of candidates for appointment shall be by means of a competency-based 
              interview conducted by or on behalf of Monaghan County Council. Marks will be 
              awarded under the following skill sets:-
· Management and Change
· Delivering Results 
· Performance through People
· Personal Effectiveness
              Candidates will also be assessed at interview under the heading “Essential 
              Requirements” (see information sheet attached).       
	
(ii) A panel may be formed on the basis of such interview.  Candidates whose names are on a panel and who satisfy the Local Authority that they are otherwise suitable for employment may within the life of the panel be appointed as appropriate vacancies arise.

(iii) Applicants may be short-listed on the basis of information supplied on the 
Application Form and supporting documentation submitted, and only candidates shortlisted will be called for interview.




13.        ACCEPTANCE OF OFFER
Monaghan County Council shall require persons to whom appointments are offered to take up such appointments within a period of not more than one month and if they fail to take up the appointments within such period or such longer period as the local authority in its absolute discretion may determine, Monaghan County Council shall not appoint them. 

14.        RESTRICTIONS ON ELIGIBILITY
	Candidates should note that anyone who has taken part in the public service early retirement schemes set out below is not eligible to take part in this competition.  

	Incentivised Scheme for Early Retirement (ISER):
	It is a condition of the Incentivised Scheme for Early Retirement (ISER) as set out in Department of Finance Circular 12/09 that retirees, under that Scheme, are debarred from applying for another position in the same employment of the same sector.  Therefore, such retirees may not apply for this position.  

	Department of Health and Children Circular (7/2010):
	The Department of Health Circular 7/2010 dated 1 November 2010 introduced a Targeted Voluntary Early Retirement (VER) Scheme and Voluntary Redundancy Schemes (VRS).  It is a condition of the VER scheme that persons availing of the scheme will not be eligible for re-employment in the public health sector or in the wider public service or in a body wholly or mainly funded from public funds.  

	The same prohibition on re-employment applies under the VRS, except that the prohibition is for a period of 7 years, after which time any re-employment will require the approval of the Minister for Public Expenditure and Reform.  People who availed of either of these schemes are not eligible to compete in this competition.  

Declaration: 
Applicants will be required to declare whether they have previously availed of a public service scheme of incentivised early retirement. Applicants will also be required to declare any entitlements to a Public Service pension benefit (in payment or preserved) from any other Public Service employment and/or where they have received a payment-in-lieu in respect of service in any Public Service employment.

15.        SHORTLISTING
Normally the number of applications received for a position exceeds that required to fill existing and future vacancies to the position.  While a candidate may meet the eligibility requirements of the competition, if the numbers applying for the position are such that it would not be practical to interview everyone, Monaghan County Council may decide that a number only will be called to interview.  In this respect, Monaghan County Council may provide for the employment of a short listing process to select a group for interview who, based on an examination of the application forms, appear to be the most suitable for the position.  An expert board will examine the application forms against a pre-determined criteria based on the requirements of the position. 
This is not to suggest that other candidates are necessarily unsuitable or incapable of undertaking the job, rather that there are some candidates, who based on their application, appear to be better qualified and/or have more relevant experience. It is therefore in your own interest to provide a detailed and accurate account of your qualifications/experience on the application form.
