MONAGHAN CO. COUNCIL

In exercise of the powers conferred on them by section 46 of the Road Traffic Act,
1961 (No. 24 of 1961), as inserted by section 33 of the Road Traffic Act, 1994 (No. 7
of 1994) and Road Traffic Act 2004, and with the consent of the National Roads
Authority, hereby make the following bye — laws in respect of the area comprising the
administrative County of Monaghan.

1. These Bye-Laws may be cited as the Road Traffic
(Special speed Limits County Monaghan) Bye-Laws,

No 1 of 2014

2. These Bye — Laws shall come into operation on the
XXX XXXX 2014,

3. In these Bye — Laws:

“the act of 1961 means the Road Traffic Act, 1961 (No. 24 of
1961);

“the act of 1993 means the Roads Act, 1993 (No. 14 of 1993);

“the act of 1994” means the Road Traffic Act, 1994 (No. 7 of
1994);

(the act of 2004 means the Road Traffic Act, 2004 (No. 44 of
2004);

“distance” means distance measured along the centre line of the
road;

“the Minister” means the Minister for the Environment,
Heritage and Local Government;

“motorway” has the meaning assigned to it by the Act of 1993;

“national road” has the meaning assigned to it by the Act of
1993;

“perimeter road” means a road on and along the roadway of
which there runs the boundary of a county borough, a borough,
or town council or a town and shall be considered as being
within such boundary for the purposes of these bye — laws;

“road” means a public road and includes a motorway.

Each of the roads described in the First Schedule to
these bye-laws is hereby declared not to be a public
road in a built-up area for the purposes of section 45 of
the Act of 1961 as amended by S. 32 of the Act of 1994
and as amended by the Road Traffic Act of 2004.

Each of the roads described in the Second Schedule to
these bye-laws is hereby declared to be a public road in
a built-up area for the purpose of section 45 of the Act
of 1961 as amended by S. 32 of the Act of 1994 and as
amended by the Road Traffic Act of 2004.

Sixty Kilometres per hour shall be the speed limit for
mechanically propelled vehicles on roads specified in
the Third Schedule to these bye-laws under the Road
Traffic Act 2004, Section 9(9).

Under the Road Traffic Act 2004, Section 10, the
County Manager, in the interest of Road Safety, can
apply a temporary road works speed limit order which
will take precedence over any existing Bye-Laws for the
duration of the special speed limit.

These shall be excepted from the special speed limit
prescribed in Article 5 of these regulations and from the
built-up area speed limit the following:

@) Ambulances

(b) Fire brigade vehicles, and

(©) Vehicles used by members of the Garda
Siochana in the performance of their duties as
such members.

The Road Traffic (Special Speed Limits)(County
Monaghan) Bye-Laws 2012 (December ) are hereby
revoked.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the instrument and does not purport to be a legal
interpretation).

These Bye-Laws replace the Road Traffic (Speed Limits) (County of Monaghan) Bye
Laws (No 2 of 2012) and alter the speed limits applicable to certain roads in this area.

The Bye-Laws exclude the public roads mentioned in the First Schedule from the
scope of the built-up area speed limit prescribed by section 45 of the Road Traffic Act,
1961 as amended by S. 32 of the Act of 1994, and declare the public roads mentioned
in the Second Schedule to be subject to that speed limit.

The Bye-Laws also prescribe a speed limit of 60 kilometres per hour in respect of the
public roads mentioned in the Third Schedule.

Ambulances, Fire Brigade vehicles and Garda Siochana vehicles being used in the
course of duty are exempted from all speed limits by the Regulations.
