LICENCE FOR OPENING THE PUBLIC ROAD OR FOOTPATH

General Conditions

1. 
GENERAL CONDITIONS

A road opening may only be carried out under licence from Monaghan County Council.

A licence may only be issued at the discretion of the local Authority. Application forms are available on request from the County Council Offices, Glen Road, Monaghan and the District offices.

Completed form together with payment should then be forwarded to the Accounts Section, Monaghan County Council, Glen Road, Monaghan.

A period of 2 weeks should normally be allowed for processing any application.

A licence will expire 3 months after the granting of same.

The amount of the deposit and Financial Reinstatement Charge (fee) will be dependant on the nature and extent of the proposed work and will be determined by the District Engineer with reference to Appendix 2 attached.

An application will only be validated on receipt of the County Council of the required Deposit and Fee.

Any refund of the deposit or portion of the deposit will only become recoupable on the authorisation of the District Engineer and not before the expiration of 6 months following the date of substantial completion of the work.

MONAGHAN COUNTY COUNCIL

LICENCE FOR OPENING THE PUBLIC ROAD OR FOOTPATH
I hereby agree to the following conditions: -

1. The applicant will reinstate the trenches as per specifications detailed in Appendix 1.Any refund of the deposit or portion of the deposit will only become recoupable not less than 6 Months following the date of substantial completion of the work.

2. That all necessary fencing, watching, lighting, and all other things necessary to ensure the safety of the public, will be provided by the applicant.  And the applicant shall be liable for and shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Council against all losses and claims for injury or damage to any person or property whatsoever which may arise out of or in consequence of the carrying out by the Applicant of the road opening and against all claims, demands, proceedings, damages, costs, charges and expenses whatsoever in respect thereof or in relation thereto. And without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, to pay all costs incurred by the Council in the defence of any proceedings which may be brought against the Council arising out of or in connection with the road opening by the Applicant.  And further that the Applicant agrees that Monaghan County Council shall be entitled to compromise without reference to the Applicant, any claim or demand which shall be made against it by any Third Party arising out of or in connection with the road opening by the Applicant and further that he will be paid to the Council on demand any money paid by the Council to the Claimant be it in respect of compensation and/or costs or both.

3. To comply fully with the requirements of the County Council in relation to the making of all connections to water mains or sewers to the satisfaction of the Engineer. All roadway or paths disturbed not to be closed in until an inspection of such connections is made by a council official.

4. (a)To have temporary reinstatement completed within 24 hours and

      (b)To have permanent reinstatement completed within 60 days.

5. Any change in the proposed date for carrying out the works to be communicated to the Co. Council and works may only proceed with the permission of the District Engineer.

6. Bituminous materials shall be manufactured, laid and compacted in accordance with the current specification for Roadworks.

7. Successive vertical longitude joints in road surfacings shall be saw-cut, offset not less than 75mm, cleaned and primed with 50 pen. Bitumen binder.

8. Thrust boring or mole boring minimum of 900 mm below road surface.
