Facility Information Signs – Guidelines

1. Signs will be permitted in the case of community and sporting facilities of major importance where deemed necessary.

2. Signs will be permitted for hotels in the present clustered arrangement as operating in Monaghan Town (Alphabetical Order)

3. Signs will be permitted for major industrial or commercial enterprises where deemed necessary.  In the case of enterprises located in industrial estates, communal signs only will be permitted at estate entrances

4. Signs may be permitted for Bord Failte approved guesthouses in rural locations where deemed necessary.

5. Signs will not be allowed on poles which already hold information signs concerning national or regional routes.

6. Signs will not be allowed on any other statutory signpost erected for the purpose of public roadway information (including all warning signs and speed limits)

7. Signs will only be allowed on any other town/village destination signposts where their presence will not cause confusion to the public or detract from the primary information contained thereon

8. Signs will not be allowed in such profusion as to create an eyesore or confusing clutter, which would give rise to hazardous vehicles manoeuvres.

9. The Council will reserve the right to remove any signpost at their discretion
10. Where a fingerpost sign is permitted on an existing Council signpost the Council will erect same for a fee of €200.  Where a fingerpost sign and new pole are required the cost of erection will be €250.  Community Groups, Schools and Non–Profit making organisations can apply for a waiver which will be at the discretion of the Director of Services.

11. Signs will be permitted for a period of 10 years and the Council will reserve the right to remove them at the end of this period.
