Meeting Minutes

Library Update

Capital Housing Update

Lorcán MacCinna provided the members with a presentation on Housing for All Update.

· 89 Houses have been completed or will be completed in 2022.

· Lui Na Greine, Scotstown total project budget of under €7m, includes the completion of 4 derelict unfinished houses and the construction of a further 28 new houses.

· Clones Renewal Scheme total project budget circa €6m, to demolish 11 properties on Fermanagh St and Analore St and to construct 22 new apartments and 2 new townhouses in their place. 
· Ard an Radhairc, Carrickmacross – Development of 41 houses. Four 2-bedroom Mid Terraced houses and 37 3 bedroom Semi-Detached/Terraced Houses.

· Cornamucklaglass, Ballybay – Proposed housing development containing 7 units, Three 2-bedroom two storey townhouses and four 2-bedroom Semi-Detached bungalows. Sandar Construction appointed and ready to commence construction in June 2022.
