Participant Term & Conditions

· Participants must adhere to the instructions and orders of event management personnel and stewards at all times.  It is a condition of participation in the Parade that instructions must be adhered to.  Participants who fail to adhere to instructions and orders will be asked to leave the Parade immediately.

· Vehicles / floats / motorised equipment must assemble in a designated area which is separate from where pedestrians and groups gather and corporate participants are asked to limit vehicles to maximum 2 per business.
· Pedestrians and groups must finish the parade in the same designated area from which they started.  This avoids confusion/complacency at the end of the Parade and the potential for conflicts with vehicles / floats / motorised equipment.  Vehicles / floats / motorised equipment will be discouraged from returning to the area from which they started (unless where necessary for loading of trailers etc.) and will instead are asked in advance to have alternative arrangements made. 

· All participants will be instructed not to throw anything into the crowd.  For example, sweets thrown into the crowd may fall short and this might encourage a child to run into the road and into harm’s way.  If items are to be given out, they must be handed out directly by walking participants interacting with the crowd.
· Participants using curtain or flat-bed trailers on which adults / children will be positioned:

· Edge railings are essential, or otherwise the trailer/float set-up must be such that there are fixed/solid supports surrounding the position of all participants.  Alternatively consider use of safety belts, hand holds, vertical stanchions mounted to the float chassis, or back supports securing them in place while the float or vehicles are in motion.

· It is stressed to drivers that their driving manner must be smooth and very slow (not exceeding 5 mph) throughout the parade.

· Safe means of access / egress to and from the trailer must be readily available at all times.

· A participant of the group should walk alongside the trailer and be able to convey messages to the driver at quick notice (e.g. in event that someone needs off the trailer or that an issue arises with the float construction).  

· Parade participants must not jump from or onto a float or motorized vehicle.

· Petrol generators are not allowed on floats. Where diesel generators are to be used on floats (e.g. for amplification), they must be un-enclosed and isolated from float participants and also comply with the following: be operated and maintained in compliance with manufacturer’s instructions; be re-fuelled remote from the vehicle; fuel storage shall not be inside any vehicle; comply with the National Rules for Electrical Installations: Particular Requirements for Stand-by Generators (ET 210: 2003).

· A foam extinguisher must be at-hand on the float with appropriate signage such that it can be accessed quickly by any person.  

· All drivers of floats or motorized vehicles must have the appropriate licence, training, experience and driver/vehicle insurance commensurate with the vehicle or motorised equipment.

· Where animals are to be used:

· Prior approval must be sought from the Parade organisers who must be satisfied that the animal will not become distressed or agitated whilst taking part in the Parade.

· Muzzles must be worn. 

· The participant(s) representative must pick up and dispose of any animal waste.   

· Floats/groups involving participants under 18 years of age:

An adult must walk to the front and rear of the group at all times.  

· Parade participants are requested not to physically (other than for purposes of defence) or verbally react to any high jinks or similar instances from inebriated/boisterous/abusive members of the public.  Any such behaviours should be immediately notified to a Steward who will make a record of the incident.
